1 WARM-UP SHADOW EXERCISES

Points

Players organize
themselves into pairs
with one ball to a pair.

Unlimited space. Partner with the ball faces
one of the touchlines and dribbles towards
his/her partner. The defending partner does a
slow retreat while staying within one yard of
the dribbler. Shadow the moves of the dribbler
as s(he) dribbles towards the opposite
touchline.
Once the opposite line is reached the players
switch roles, repeat the exercise and work back
towards the original starting point.

10 x 20 yard grid. One
pair per grid and one
ball per pair.

The players start at opposite ends of the grid
with the defender having the ball. The
defender passes the ball to the dribbler and
then goes to defend. The dribbler tries to get
to the opposite end of the grid with the ball
under control.

Switch roles after each turn.

Encourage the defender to try to gain
possession of the ball and not merely
dispossess the dribbler.
